1 July 2009 – LifeSpring Hospitals will launch its seventh maternity hospital on Wednesday, 1 July 2009 at Boduppal, Hyderabad to Provide High Quality Health Care to Women and Children at an Affordable Price.  A special launch function will be held to commemorate the opening.

LifeSpring Hospitals Private Ltd. is an expanding chain of hospitals that provide high quality health care to lower-income women and children across Andhra Pradesh.  LifeSpring’s small hospitals (20-25 beds) fill the void of high quality maternal and child health care at affordable rates for India’s lower income population. LifeSpring is a 50-50 equity partnership between HLL Life Care Limited (formerly Hindustan Latex Limited), a mini Ratna enterprise under India’s Ministry of Health and Family Welfare and the Acumen Fund, a U.S.-based nonprofit global venture philanthropy fund.
More than one lakh (100,000) women lose their lives in India every year due to pregnancy-related complications, and an equal number suffer moderate to severe infections.  A majority of these deaths could be averted with proper maternal care, effective referral and institutional delivery of health services.  LifeSpring has taken on the challenge to provide innovative healthcare solutions for women and children at its newly designed facilities. Most importantly, LifeSpring provides high quality services at rates women can afford.  

In early 2008, LifeSpring transformed into a private company, driving its efforts to open five new hospitals in that year and thirty across India by 2010. By 2012, LifeSpring aims to have nearly 150 hospitals. Over the next five years, an estimated 100,000 women will benefit from LifeSpring’s services.

LifeSpring aims to serve as a model for providing high quality maternal and child health services to the poor in India and worldwide. LifeSpring charges between 30 percent and 50 percent of the prevailing market rates.  With 80 percent of all healthcare expenditures in India out-of-pocket, LifeSpring will significantly lessen the burden of rising health costs on the nation’s low-income communities, helping to reduce poverty.  

Lifespring Hospitals’ services include: antenatal care, postnatal care, deliveries (normal and caesarean), and family planning services.  LifeSpring also provides pediatric care, including immunizations, diagnostic services, a pharmacy and health care education to the communities in which they are located.

LifeSpring’s current locations include Moula Ali (Hyderabad), Mallapur (Hyderabad), Nellore, Vijayawada, Vanasthalipuram (Hyderabad) and Rajahmundry.  Over 3000 healthy babies have been delivered since inception.
